
Growth Group Questions
Reflect
1.  Compare Luke’s account with that of Matthew 12, particularly vv. 39&40. What is different?
2.  Why does Jesus start by saying, “This evil (and adulterous) generation”? To whom is Jesus talking?  If Jesus was living among us today, how would He describe the spiritual direction of our church culture?
3.  In both accounts, Matthew and Luke allude to the Jews looking for “signs” to prove that Jesus was the Messiah. What is the only sign that Jesus says He will give them? 
4.  What kinds of signs to prove the Gospel’s truth do people of your generation ask for? Why do you think they want those signs? What are possible problems with relying on “signs” to do the trick? Why do signs often fail to convince skeptics? Do we need miracles today to authenticate the Gospel?
5.   What do both the Queen of Sheba and the people of Nineveh have in common?  In what capacity do they “rise up and condemn” an evil generation? 
6.  Notice the word "for” in vv31&32.  It gives the reasons for the authority of the two witnesses to stand as witnesses against the Jews.. How are these reasons significant?
7.   How is Jesus greater than Jonah and Solomon? What did the queen go to Solomon for, and what did the Ninevites hear from Jonah?
